His
work has been published in Applied Linguistics,
Language Testing, Language Assessment Quarter-
ly, Studies in Second Language Acquisition, Lan-
guage Teaching, and TESOL Quarterly, and he is a
co-author of the recently published volume “Re-
search methods in vocabulary studies”.
